Introduction -

In order to bring uniformity in the Public Private Partnership (PPP) policy, it is necessary
to decide the policy along with criteria such as scope of projects to be taken under privatization,
specifying different parameters such as distance between two toll plazas, user fee rates, category
of vehicles etc. Initially, Government of Maharashtra published its first policy on 27th June
2000. Thereafter, the government revised policy on 9th January 2003 and 30th July 2009. Policy
issued on 30th July 2009 is in force at present. Considering various difficulties faced at the field
level, the government issued circulars / directives from time to time as per necessity. Considering
the Government Resolutions, Circulars directives issued till date, discussions held at the
government level regarding the policy and suggestions/reports received by the government,
proposal of revision of the Public Private Partnership (PPP) policy was under consideration of
the government. After considering the said revision, the government has now resolved to issue
revised Public Private Partnership (PPP) policy, in supersession of Government Resolution dated
30th July 2009, as follows.
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Government Resolution No.: PPP - 2013/Cr.N0.83/Road - 9, dated 31st July 2014

Government Resolution

1. User fee shall not be levied on projects completed under State Plan through budget.
2. (I) User fee shall not be levied for any road projects costing less than Rs. 200 Crore.

(IT) User fee shall not be levied on projects like tunnel, river bridge, sea link, flyover,
elevated highway, expressway, Railway Over Bridge, Railway Under Bridge and
bypass costing less than Rs. 200 Crore.

Projects included in sanctioned Road Development Plan shall be selected for
taking up under privatization. In case any project which is not included in sanctioned
Road Development Plan or any special project is proposed to be taken up, it is
essential to obtain prior permission of the government. Priority of project shall be
decided in view of traffic intensity and need for integrated infrastructure
development.

3. Total Project Cost (TPC) and Overall Project Cost (OPC):

() The Overall Project Cost (OPC) shall include construction cost of the project,
contingencies, interest on project loan during construction, price escalation during
construction and other incidental expenses (project survey, preparation of project report,
administrative expenses, establishment expenses, financing charges, consultancy
charges, land acquisition, utility shifting, buy back cost of ongoing project, etc.).

(IT) Total Project Cost (TPC) and Overall Project Cost (OPC) shall comprise -

Construction Period corresponding to the construction cost shall be generally as

below:

The period mentioned above is for guidance purpose only. Chief Engineer shall
decide construction period considering the scope of the project and various
provisions included in the project.

While proposing road project under privatization, design life of length included in
the project shall be based on provisions of Indian Roads Congress (IRC) standards.
Expenditure in respect of items such as strengthening at required places in entire road
length as well as renewal of entire road length, etc. on expiry of design life shall be
considered in respective years in cash flow. Provision in respect of estimate cost of
such expenditure shall be made in the project report. Also, separate computation shall
be carried out in respect of expenditure as regards Current Repairs to be carried out
every year and BT renewal under Special Repairs to be carried out every sixth year
turning concession period. Such detail computation shall be given in the project
report. Such expenditure shall be shown in respective year in cash flow. Also,
provision in respect of renewal of entire road length to be carried out by the
concessionaire before transfer of project shall be included in the project report.
Provision in respect of necessary repairs of defective panels of concrete road as well
as repairs of bridges, CD works, retaining wall, toll plaza, etc. as per IRC standards
shall be included in the proposal. Such detail calculation shall be submitted along
with feasibility report.

While preparing proposal of project under privatization geometrical improvement as
per IRC standard shall be considered to facilitate safe journey. Road safety audit
shall be carried out before start of the work, at the end of the construction work and
in every year thereafter till the end of concession period.

Detail design of necessary Sign Boards, Information Boards and Notice Boards etc.
(complete inventory) shall be prepared as per IRC Standard. Such items shall be
included in the project proposal.

Concessionaire shall carry out roughness index survey in presence of Independent
Engineer and Executive Engineer during first fortnight of December every year and
accordingly he shall complete necessary black topping with strengthening/repairs
before 25" April of every year. This is in addition to periodic renewal. Also,

concessionaire shall carry out all pre-monsoon activities before 15th May of every
year, to keep level of service as specified in the concession Agreement.

Administrative expenses required for running the toll plaza shall be calculated
separately. Accordingly, it shall be included in the cash flow. Detail calculations shall
be submitted along with project feasibility report. The project feasibility report shall
include items such as toll plaza, administrative office, complaint centre, toilets,
parking place, weigh bridge, place for crane to lift sick vehicles, drinking water
facility, police chowki, building illumination arrangements, information boards and
other signage, bus bay, truck bay etc. along with detail calculation and maps.

Entire Right of Way shall be in possession of the government before taking up the
project. Also, land acquisition process shall be planned in advance in respect of
additional land before commencement of project. Such action and shall be completed
before commencement of construction so as not to linger the project work.

Adequate care shall be taken in respect of shifting of utility such as water pipelines,
sewage lines, electric cables, telephone cables, gas lines, petroleum pipelines etc. at
proper places before commencement of the project. Such provisions shall be certified
by the competent authority.

Entire road length passing through town / village shall be preferably of cement
concrete. Also, such improvement shall be carried in full width. Adequate provisions
for foot path, under passes, gutter, ducts for service lines, tree plantation, etc. as per
necessity shall be made. Provision of bypass construction, if necessary, shall be
considered.

Service roads at required places shall be provided for the road length passing through
town/village portion as per the availability of land.

(XIII) Width and height of the median verge of the road shall be as per IRC standards.

(XIV) Toll plaza shall be designed in such a way so as to avoid the delay in user fee

All the provisions shall be as per IRC standards and specification. Any deviation in
this regards shall be stated in the feasibility Report.

Concessions are given for vehicles travelling frequently such as coupons, return pass,
daily pass, monthly pass, local pass, etc. Also, some vehicles are exempted from
paying user fee. It affects user fee income. In view of this, maximum 16% deficit in
the user fee income shall be considered.

The concerned Chief Engineer shall recommend location of proposed toll plaza for
collection of user fee along with map considering all aspects and submit to the
government for approval. Generally no change in toll plaza location shall be allowed
during the concession period.

Distance between two toll plazas on single road shall not be less than 45 km. User
Fee can be levied at two or more than two toll plazas depending upon feasibility of
project.

In case of two or more separate road projects are taken up under Public Private
Partnership policy, minimum distance between any two toll plazas on different roads
shall not be less than 20 km.

User fee can be levied at more than one location in respect of different category roads
cluster Development Project. In such cases, number and location of toll plazas will
depend on feasibility of project. However, toll plaza shall be placed at least 5 km
beyond the Municipal Corporation limit, 3 km beyond Municipal Council limit and 1
km beyond village limit. This condition shall not be applicable to lane bypass project,
Integrated Road Development Plan project and other city related projects.

a) Toilets for Gents / Ladies with arrangement of 24 hours water facility shall be
provided near each toll plaza with clean approaches. Minimum 4 each (Ladies and
Gents) for two lane road and minimum 6 each (Ladies and Gents) toilets for four
lane road shall be provided on either side of road.

(I) Weight of a mechanical vehicle, as recorded at a weighbridge installed at the toll
plaza, shall be the basis for levying user fee for actual loading under this rule.

(IIT)  For the purpose of this rule, a weighbridge of requisite capacity shall be installed at
every toll plaza location.

7. User Fee Discounts:

(I) 10 per cent rebate on total user fee cost will be given to the purchaser of a booklet
containing 50 coupons in advance.

(IT) 20 per cent rebate on total user fee cost will be given to the purchaser of a booklet
containing 100 coupons in advance.

(III) Passes for frequently plying vehicles - return and daily pass will be 1.5 times and
2.5 times of one side user fee, respectively. Such pass will be valid for 24 hours.
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(IV) Monthly pass will be 50 times of single journey user fee.

V)

Monthly pass will be valid for 30 days from the date of issue.

(VI) Monthly pass concession shall be given to the local vehicles [Car, Jeep, Van or

Light Motor Vehicle] for own use only within circumferential radius of 5 km from
the toll plaza and shall be charged 10 times of single journey rate subject to the
following conditions :-

It shall be essential that the owner shall give proof of residence by producing
certificate of Tahsildar certifying his residence is within 5 km circumferential radius
from Toll plaza or producing the ration card or voter card or Aadhar card.

8. Exemption for Payment of User Fees:

Implementing authority or the concessionaire, as the case may be, shall publish a
notice specifying the amount of User Fee to be charged from the mechanical
vehicle, in at least one newspaper each in English and Marathi language, having a
wide circulation in such area.

Implementing authority shall prominently display in Marathi and English one
thousand meter and five hundred meter ahead of the toll plaza and at the toll plaza.-

a) Amount of User Fee payable for each class of vehicles and the discounts
available under rule 7;

b) Class of vehicle exempted from payment of User Fee, under rule 8;

c) Name, address and telephone or contact number of the implementing authority
or the concessionaire, as the case may be.

An officer authorized by the State Government or by the implementing authority, as
the case may be, may assess the excess User Fee collected, if any by the
implementing authority or the concessionaire, as the case may be, and recover the
same from such authority or concessionaire, along with an additional sum equal to
twenty five percent of the excess User Fee collected;

Provided that no recovery of such excess User Fee shall be made unless an
opportunity of hearing has been given to the executing authority or concessionaire,
as the case may be.

Any driver, owner or person in charge of a mechanical vehicle aggrieved by
unauthorized collection of User Fee, may lodge a complaint with the officer
authorized by the State Government or the implementing authority, as the case may
be, in this behalf, who way after hearing the parties pass an order on such complaint
for refund of excess payment and damages for the inconvenience suffered by such
user within thirty days.

11. Failure to Pay User Fee:

(M

If any driver, owner or person in charge of a mechanical vehicle does not pay or
refuses to pay the User Fee for use of Project road, permanent bridge, bypass or
tunnel, his or her vehicle shall not be allowed to use such section of road,
permanent bridge, bypass or tunnel, etc. and in case such vehicle obstructs the
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normal flow of traffic, the executing authority or the concessionaire, as the case
may be, may get such obstructing vehicle removed from the road, permanent
bridge, bypass or tunnel, etc. as the case may be.

(I)  Where the driver or the person in charge of a mechanical vehicle refuses or fails to
pay the User Fee levied under these rules, the same shall be recovered from the
registered owner of the mechanical vehicle.

(III) Where the State Government, implementing authority or the concessionaire, as the
case may be, has reason to believe that a mechanical vehicle is plying on a section
of the road, permanent bridge, bypass or tunnel without payment of User Fee due, it
may stop such vehicle for the purpose of verifying the payment thereof and collect
the User Fee due from such vehicle.

An officer duly authorized by the State Government or the implementing
authority, as the case may be, shall have power to verify the collection of User Fees, and
inspect any document, records, other information, receipts or reports of the implementing
authority or the concessionaire, as the case may be.

Collection of User fees in respect of investment under privatization project:

Concessionaire shall have right of collection of user fee as provided in notification
till concession agreement is in force.

Bar for installation of additional barrier:

No barrier shall be installed at any place, other than at the toll plaza, except with
the prior permission in writing from State Government or the implementing authority, as
the case may be. State Government or the implementing authority, as the case may be,
who after being satisfied that there is evasion of User Fee, may allow on such terms and
conditions as it may impose, installation of such additional barrier by State Government,
the implementing authority or the concessionaire, as the case may be, within ten
kilometers from the toll plaza, to check the evasion of User Fee.

Provided that State Government or the implementing authority, as the case may
be, may, at any time, for reasons to be recorded in writing, withdraw such permission.

Provided further that where the State Government or the implementing authority,
as the case may be, may reject request by the concessionaire fee installation of an
additional barrier the reasons for such refusal shall be communicated in writing to such
concessionaire within a reasonable period.
